The April RRVS meeting was held at
Rock Valley College’'s Woodward
Technology Center on Thursday,
April 30. This joint RRVS and IEEE
Chicago/Rockford Consultants Net-
work Meeting featured two speakers
speaking on three topics. Yours
truly, Bob Parro, VP Business Devel-
opment with River North Solutions
gave a compressed but interesting
presentation on System Engineering
Tools, Processes, Methodologies.
The talk focused mainly on the IN-
COSE (International Council on Sys-
tems Engineering) organization and
website and the many incredible re-
sources available, including system
engineering tool feature and com-
parison databases, the Systems En-
gineering Handbook, access to a
plethora of Working Groups includ-
ing Requirements Engineering, ac-
cess to the Requirements Engineer-
ing Guide for All (REGAL) which is a
web-based tool to collect, share and
evolve Systems Engineering good
practices and is intended to be a
requirements engineering Book of
Knowledge, an extension to REGAL
call RAFT (Requirements Assess-
ment tool For Teams) which aids in
selecting the most relevant practices
and tools for your project.

Dr. Gary Blank, independent engi-
neering consultant in control sys-
tems, motor control, power electron-
ics, and power, discussed two topics,
Brushless Motor Fundamentals, and
Why Every Section Needs a Consult-
ants Networks.
